Emergency Fund for January 

“For I was hungry, and you gave me something 
to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave me something 

to drink; I was a stranger, and you invited me

The council voted to start the year with the local 
Cold Weather Shelter as the emergency fund donation of 

the month. The winter nights have been very cold, and we have ex-
perienced a deluge of rain and wind—killing one local  homeless 
person. The local Cold Weather Shelter has already been open for 
two nights with temperatures at or below freezing. They served 62 
meals and 31 overnight guests at the McClelland Arts Center loca-
tion. This is only the start of the winter; we will need to help the 
over 350 homeless adults—many local people who have lost their 
jobs due to health, drugs, or mental illness. Please put your dona-
tion in the Emergency Fund plate at the entrance to the sanctuary 
or mail your check marked “ER” in the memo.  May God help us 
to be a blessing to those in need.
